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It took less than ten hours from Los Angeles International Airport to touch down in Jingjing, the
capitol of Kino. From what | had remembered as a boy, Kino was a province of China but in the late
90s it had been granted a freedom to experiment with social and political policies and with technology.
Its progress has been even more spectacular than that of China, which is so big that changing fast is
very difficult.

Kino can move forward more quickly and find solutions to problems
that work in a modern and globalized world.

There were 40 years of war then 40 years of backward moving communism. But China is now making
the progress that is rapidly bringing it to the leadership position of the world. Marco Polo would be
proud. It practically owns the United States. The U.S. has bought trillions of dollars worth of Chinese
goods and sold only a quarter of that amount to China. So China has been lending so much to the U.S.
to keep it afloat that it practically owns New York and California!
China, of course, was a vast agricultural land with a rich cultural heritage, but a population crisis
out of control. It had more than a billion people when 1 left Earth but it halved its yearly population
increase.

In China the fertility rate has dropped to 1.3 per womand less that the 2.1 required to replenish the
parents and keep its population stable.

The
uneducated masses have evolved into a highly educated citizenry which is astute in the ways of business
and statesmanship. All this in a bri efhangimmament

in its progress toward utopia.
Kino has had the opportunity to experiment in a modern fisociety basedo society. That is, the rights
of the society as a whole, rather than the rights of the individual citizens, are generally primary. They
have also eliminated religion as a political force. A strong central government is in place. It requires
the education of the citizens as to why improving the society will have more benefits for the average
person than trying to pampescoé v emnyrighes.ddnadimdual 0

social good, are at least in part responsible for the over two million prison inmates in my country. The



big question is where is the best balance between the desires of individuals and the overall good of
oneds society?

| was prepared to ride in a rickshaw from the airport, but my entourage and I were escorted
from the jet by Madam Ching, the president of Kino, in a hydrogen powered limousine. There was no
dr i v e relectromidreadgir i do gui ded the car in and out of
was amazed by the cityscape. There were no rickshaws nor street sellers nor beggars. We sped along
the elevated concrete freeways past tall steel and glass buildings which, I was told, were commercial
enterprises and apartments. These buildings dwarfed those that I had seen many years ago in New York
and Chicago. They were taller and broader than those with which I was familiar. But they were far
more grand, not because of their immensity, but because of the touches of nature tastefully imbued into
their architecture.

One edifice appeared to be that of a tree topped purple mountain, so familiar in the oriental
paintings of days gone by. Another featured an immense waterfall cascading down its face. Larger than
Niagara, more impressive than Yosemite, the silver falls bounced from level to level in a scene that
even Nature couldn@ match. And in the mists of the falls, at every level, the reflected rainbows of a
thousand suns. The Sino-simplicity of the Tao in the opulence of modernityd the evolved excellence of
the previous millennia of Oriental inspiration.

As we approached the capital building where | was to be greeted at a reception, | marveled at
the cleanliness of the city. It was so different from the land | remembered in the America | left behind
20 years ago. And my brief glimpses of California last week did nothing to rinse the memories of the
graffiti, the trash on the streets, and even the fear for one's life-- at home, in places of business, and
even while driving. The selfish lack of concern by so many of my fellow citizens had soured me on the
potentials of science and the hope of technology in delivering a utopian society to us. But here in
Jingjing was a city, and perhaps even a whole country, that seemed to be able to rise above the
commonplace and to produce caring responsible citizens who were able to enjoy the benefits of human
knowledge and to perfect the potentials of humanhood.

| walked up the marble steps of the Great Hall, not knowing what to expect from my visit. As |
passed through the gigantic bronze gateway, reminiscent of Ghiberti's towering doors ofthe Du 0 mo 6 s
Baptistry, | mused, as did Michelangelo, that these "were fit to be the Gates of Paradise." While
Ghiberti's masterpieces depicted the scenes from the Old Testament, these bronze doors of Kino
depicted the age of civilization in both the East and the West. There were the depictions of Lao Tzu and
Confucius from the East. There were the portrayals of the pharaohs' cultures. There was homage paid
to the achievements of the university at Timbuktu and to the Muslim scholars to its east. There was a

history of great philosophers of Greeced Democritus, Aristotle, Plato, Socrates. There were panels
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allotted to Genghis Khan, Alexander the Great, and yes, even to Mao. Thank God he was given a spot
low and close to Hell--as he may have deserved. The architects of splendor were recognized by their
products--the Great Wall, the pyramids, the Parthenon, the Rhodes Colossus, the aqueducts of Rome.
And there were Moses, Jesus, Mohammed, and of course, the Buddha. It was, indeed, like wandering
through the vale of human history. And after having spent the last 20 years studying the annals of our
recorded past, it was like a meeting with old friends.

Lucky for me, my language is still the major language of the elite of the world. My hosts were
all able to converse with me. However their slang phrases escaped me. | guess that in my twenty years
of travel a few new phrases had crept into the language. I had no idea of what was meant when one
woman told me that my voyage had "frazzed" her. Or the young man who told me that my return had
been a complete "gronsk" for his own education. With the world becoming smaller it was to be
expected that slang from one language would invade that of another. But it left me completely "zerked."
(Zerked, I found out is a Zuzu word for confused!)

It was not long before we were ushered into the dining area--a marbled hall reminiscent of old
King Louie's Hall of Mirrors at Versailles. As the guest of honor | was seated by the President, the
Minister of the People, and her husband. There must have been five hundred guests seated at these lace
topped tables. The October afternoon sun sparkled from the crystal chandeliers and reflected in the
wine goblets at my place. It strained my mind to realize that less than thirty years ago this land was a
part of a communist country, where a few Communists ruled millions of peasants tending their rice
paddies on the hillsides and in the valleys. In less than four decades these people had risen from a
backward farming economy to perhaps the greatest economic power the world has known. How did this
happen?

Madam Ching, as the Minister of the People, was the perfect person of whom to inquire about the
control of population. Luckily she was eager to answer my queries. Of course she had a few of her own
for me. She was interested in the questions of space--what did the planet Venus look like, how does it
feel to be weightless, and what did | do to avoid boredom during those twenty years. And | was
interested in how her country had come so far in the few short years since | had left. There was no
question that the progress of Kino in the last thirty years was of far more import for the human race

than was my voyage into space.

GLOBAL POLICIES

While the control of population was fascinating, | wanted to know a bit about the global policies
of Kino and China during the last 30 years. | remember that even then, before their technological
explosion, China was building militarily. They said that it was to protect themselves, but | wondered.

The president informed me that they had not yet had a war and that in Kino they were keeping their
6



armed forces at a minimal level in order to keep the population producing economically and
scientifically--because military service is a non-productive, though often essential, appendage to a
prosperous economy. Still, she warned, Kino was contemplating a war to stop the air and water
pollution of the United States and Europe which was endangering the people and the economy of Kino
and the world. The threat had forced the West to rapidly move to cleaning up the global mess that they
had spewed on their brothers. The sanctity of nature is too dear to the hearts of the Kinese to let their
world be trashed by their trading partners.

While our conversation filled and flooded my mind, the food and beverages flowed and filled
my innards. Never having experienced a Kinese banquet, | found the repast to be an Epicurean ecstasy.
The first course was a paper wrapped portion of grouse with oriental spices. | ate the whole thing.
After thirty years of living on pellets and pills I would eat anything. But that morsel was delicious. To
my amazement none of my hosts finished their servings. Next came a crow's nest soup. It sounded
horrible but tasted great. | finished my bowl. My hosts each took one or two spoons full. Several
courses later | was experiencing my fullness and slowed my intake. | was now following my hosts'
example of a single bite per course. By the fortieth course | had not a milliliter of room in my stomach
for another fraction of a bite. | would have asked for a doggie bag but we ate him in the 29th course. A
hundred courses later the feast was finished. I thought | could not be more miserable--but then the
speeches started.

Five hours of speeches droned on about the glory of my return. By the time they asked me to
relate some of my experiences | had almost reached senility and practically forgot about my trip. But
seriously, my hosts were so gracious and | was so happy to be the honoree at their celebration that |
was mesmerized by the occasion. | managed a few words between the projected images of the flight that

had been prepared for me by NASA. Shots of my landing on Jupiter seemed to be a highlight for them.

TOUR OF THE AREA

The next day | was privileged to be taken on a grand tour of the city and the surrounding area.
The small farms, once tended by the peasants, had expanded into huge agricultural businesses--just as
in my country. Much of the farming was hydroponic. Kino6 s gover nment did not g
they have in the continental Europe, the United Kingdom, the United States, Japan and Korea.

Finally over lunch I had a chance to make some comments and ask Madam Ching some questions.

The

European Union often pays a half billion euros to wine producers during poor growing years which

seems to be about every other year. Meanwhile 15 to 20% more wine is being produced in the world

than can be sold. In fact the EU farmers get about $150 billion a year in farm subsidies which is about

30% of farm income. Norway pays big subsidies for farms with only one or two growing seasons out of

filn the U.S., the last I heard, they spend over 20 billion dollars a year of subsidies. But this has
come down from about 25% of the total farm income to closer to 10% due to increased food prices..
While it reduces the need for the products of the farmers in poorer nations, it keeps the major agri-
businessmen in new tractors which they park next to their mansions. Did the cotton farmers really need
that $3 billion to produce a product that can be produced more cheaply elsewhere? How many
businesses are guaranteed a profit rain or shine? With a good crop farmers make a profit. With a bad
crop Uncle Sam fills your piggy bank. And we certainly need farm subsidies for tobacco farmers.
Without them the cardiologists and oncologists would need federal subsidies for not having enough
pitiful patients lining their waiting rooms.

AThe subsidies are essential to keep poor countries poor. They allow the farmers in the developed
countries to undersell farmers whose countriescan 6t af f or d Daveloging tosiriedi ze t h
argue that government support for US and EU farmers enables them to offload produce at artificially
low prices, often below the cost of production. Obviously this means unfair competition for poor

producers. So the taxpayers may get back part of their taxes in cheaper steaks or strawberries.

AWorld cotton prices have never been lower but American cotton farmers earn nearly twice as much
for their crops because of the subsidies.

fiThe richest of the royalty pick up their share. Queen Elizabeth receives well over a million dollars
a year, Prince Charles nearly half a million. Other royals receive hefty subsidies for farms that they
have inherited from their royal forebears. But the royalty of the rich also pick up their share. The
richest man in the UK picks up about a half million dollars from the British tax payers while Ted
Turner and David Rockefeller are also reported to be plowing their fields in their designer jeans.

Aln the United States if you own land that was once farmed you can generally get a government
handout. About $200, 000,000 a year goes to peo|]
million dollars a year for owning land that was once farmed. Using laws that were originally aimed at
eliminating farm subsidies, the amount of money now paid out is higher than when it was given for
farming. The amount is now high enough that large land owners who rented farmland are evicting their
renters because they can make more money by not farming or renting. So tenant farmers have lost their
jobs. In Texas rice farming has decreased by 60% under the new laws. But property owners can turn an
extra profit by using their land for non-farming activities such as growing timber or grazing cattle.

Much of this is because the federal government i

AWhat started in the Depression era as a subsidy to help farmers survive, now hands out $25 billion

to farmers and non-farmers even during profitable farming years. The amount spent is far more than is

spent on welfare payments. As often happens, temporary or transitional payments often become

permanent. There have been other effects also. Farmland prices have increased because they carry the

guaranteed government payments with them. Because the non-farmed land is assessed as farmland, the

local tax base is reduced so the rich owners pay much less in property taxes. It is so profitable to not

farm that real farming is decreasing.

It has had to overcome its
banking and educational problems in order to become a truly great economyd and it has done these
rapidly. Its currency increases in value. Its educational system is growing effectively. And the president
wanted me to know that Kino was helping to show China the way.

The drop in C h i rnpepdlation has been unequaled in a peacetime world. While some countries
have been nearly annihilated by the ravages of revolution or war, by the devastation of pandemic
diseases such as the Black Death and the AIDS virus, or by the painful and pitiful deaths due to famine
-- a state directed peacetime drop in population such as | have seen here in Kino, and is evident in
China, has no modern historical equivalent.

While the warriors of ancient Sparta may have challenged their newborns to test the elements
on the barren hillside, thereby allowing for only the strongest to survive, no other example comes to
mind in which a society's population has been so radically controlled

And so Kino, along with China, is on its way to being one of the great civilizations of history. And
all because it chose to limit its population and allow for the maximal development of its citizens and its
other natural resources. Their position is that it is not so important to reflect on the past but to control
the future. This they are doing.

The area encompassing modern China has been active for over 5000 years. But since it was unified
in 221 B.C., the supposedly unified country has been plagued by warring areas. The Communists put a
stop to this by unifying the country, killing the protestors, developing economic plans and looking for

solutions that would fit it into the technological world as it became more globally involved.
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With the speed of communication in the world during the last thirty years it is difficult to hide the
truth from the people. Whether it was the inefficiency of Soviet economic policies, the desire for a better
life by the Chinese or the realities of the ill-conceived war in Iraq for the Americans and Britishd it
doesn 6t take |l ong for t he t whetherfCommuanisty RemokratspTories, T h e
Republicans or Labour has to adjust to the realities of the world and the realistic possibilities for the
people. So if the rulers want to stay in power, they must adjust or bust.

The Chinese Communists did this. While keeping a tight thumb on dissent, they opened their vast
pool of labor to the capitalists. They allowed some religion, but made certain that Beijing, not Rome,
Tibet or America, was in control. So the Communist government became an advocate of capitalism to
survive. It may sound strange but even the young capitalists are members of the Communist Party. Itt
d o e genlly matter what you call it, as long as it works.

ECONOMICS

Chinabés income gap provokes some alarm. Under
property of the rich so that incomes could be leveled under state control. But while state run businesses
are losing money the allowed capitalism is making great amounts of money. As is generally true, state
run businesses tend to be inefficient. The profit motive and the real chance of business failure keep the
private entrepreneurs on their toes. It reminds me of a state run shoe factory in the Soviet Union that
exceeded its quota in shoe manufacture, but all the shoes were for left feet. Would a capitalist have
allowed this to happen?

So soon the top 20% of the population made 50% of the money. Fifteen years ago the bottom 20%
of the population made about 5% of the money. Today the minimum wages have increased that
considerably. The lowest economic groups are no longer earning at a Third World rate of a dollar a
day. They are out of the poverty levels and they are moving up the economic ladder quickly. More need
for workers combined with more jobs has driven wages way up. This, then, has driven the price of their
exports up.

The Chinese yuppies are following the American way of pursuing money and the things it can
bringd less free time but more material accoutrements. The rich have a huge amount of money to
spend on such things as French perfume, designer clothes, and high tech computers. The young
children of prosperous Chinese have been spoiled by the unlimited supply of money from their rich
fathers. Just I|Ii ke i n the US, it often happens
appreciate it and he stays an emotionally selfish person. There is no sense of responsibility. This runs
exactly counter to the rules Confucius found to be necessary for an orderly society. Without a sense of
order and some feeling of duty and responsibility you have anarchy, not society. Madam Ching

informed me that in Kino they work to insure that the valuable traditions of the past are honored and
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adhered to. Of course those that are counter to developing a cooperating democracy we minimize or
forget.
In the late 90s in China the entrepreneurial types often pirated clothes, music, films. They had
decided to beat free enterprise at its own game. The government looked the other way as long as it
didcn6t cost them anything. Mot or osbma Chineseumgdathbemt h e m F
cheaper and took many of the markets. This has led to foreign firms keeping their research away from
the natives. So the Chinese had to become part of the established world economy. If you want to
partake in the spoils of globalization, you had better followtherul es of éeéhge. 6 gAo b at he
d o naBetkindly to patent or copyright infringements.
But most Chinese are relatively poord some extremely poor. This has forced many young girls into
prostitutiond because it is harder for women to find and keep jobs than it is for men. This has forged
questions of valuesd the self centered values of the West are conflicting with the societal values
espoused by the earlier Communists and the traditional societal values of Confucius. What should be
the principles of fairness and justice for their society. Should there be the economic equality that Marx
desired? But such equality has only been found in the monasteries and convents of the Christians and
Buddhists.

--filn the West, laws and unions have given the workers more money, but the Communist
government has not yet done this. First there must be work, then there must be more benefits from that
work. In Kino we have had the financial blessings of China and have increased the real wages,
including retirement and health care benefits. China will follow us after its first goal of full employment
is met.

fOf course the workers want more and faster benefits from their labor. But the evolution of
economic benefits must come from the top down. The Soviet Union tried a more equalitarian
di stribution of wages. It didndét wor k.

AWe were able to speed up the process here in Kino because of the extra money given us and the
fact that our labor force was more intellectual. Hand labor and factory labor is just not that valuable
when there are plenty of hands available to do the work. Realistically there is a quality of labor that has
to be recognized. A person with a vision, who has the necessary knowledge and a work ethic, is more
valuable than someone who can merely clean up a hotel room. Just about anyone can do that. But how
many people have the expertise to design a fuel efficient auto engine or develop a Microsoft or a
Google? In Western free enterprisea  p e rvisian an@ ability is honored financially. When such
concepts are developed, the financial rewards will either trickle or flood down. People who are
academically prepared and have shown that they can perform will be in great demand. Some of the

rewards are financial, others are in acquiring status, and still others in job satisfaction. We think that
each of these potential rewards is worth pursuing. Seeking rewards just because you are a human being
does not fit in our system. You must be a valuable part of the systemd making contributions.

The love input begins
with choosing parents who are able to love. We continue c h i | dwurt@ing@nschools by following
your American pattern of teaching children to take turns. They must realize that each person is
important at an early age. Then the schools teach the responsibility to be productive. And, of course, the
major effort of the schools is the help to develop the tools that civilization has found to be essential,
along with the knowledge and skills necessary to compete and produce in this modern ever-changing
world. So our education system emphasizes logical development through studying philosophy and
logic. We study and practice physical activity as part of the general knowledge of mental and physical
health. We study the psychological and social sciences, particularly history. And we study mathematics
and the natural sciences. Academic achievement is recognized and rewarded.

fWe emphasize honesty as essential in a society based on social values. Criminal behavior is
severely punished. Organized crime that is so evident in many countries has not gained a foothold here.
Petty crime is also severely punished. So we attack dishonesty through both punishment and through
social disapproval. An apprehended criminal fears the shunning of the society. We guard against the
anti-social groups that might applaud crime, such as your youth gangs and mafias.

fiOne of our biggest problems was in making government workers honest. Graft seems to be a way
of life in most societies, especially the traditionally poorer states. It is still prevalent in China, but has
been wiped out here. We are now rated with Finland as the most graft-free countries.o
e 0---

It was evident that people had moved to where manufacturing could be accomplished. This had
already started before my voyage, and businesses of the West had flocked to Kino to take advantage of
their relatively low wages and their high quality products. The strong work ethic of the Kinese,
stimulated by the opportunity for monetary rewards had catapulted their economy which sped like a

spaceship to a level never before seen in the history of business.
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While much of the technological know-how was learned or bought from the United States and
Western Europe, the post-socialist Kinese left here to learn at the great universities of the world, today
the many great universities are here. Cutting edge research in medicine, genetics, engineering and
even the humanities have made the universities of Kino the envy of every other country. And probably
its greatest academic achievement is that it has only one law school, and, just as in the U.S., it seldom
attracts top students. Legal cases are decided primarily through computer programs. Since there is no
monetary incentive to sue rich companies it is not done. It is the job of the government to legislate away
problem industries. Accident and divorce settlements, harassment charges, contract issues and
employment problems are all programmed into the computers that evaluate the application of laws for
the society. The legal system is based on the simpler Napoleonic law which is based on the actual
statutes rather than on the Common Law that has given Englishmen and Americans so many ways to

get around the statutes enacted by their legislatures.

THE SOCIETY OF KINO—CONTRASTED WITH CHINA

The president reminded me that AConfucius said that the essentials of good government are
sufficient food, sufficient armament and the confidence of the people. It is the confidence of the people

Madam Ching filled me in saying that:

--fiThere have been some benefits from globalization. There certainly is more money in our
country. As the Chinese population becomes richer it buys more cars and oil, more electronics
products, uses more water, pollutes more air and does all of the same negative things that the advanced
economies of the U.S., Japan, Korea and Europe do. When the Chinese people have as many cars per
capita as they do in the U.S.A. it will require 80 million barrels of oil per day to run them. But the
world production of oil is only 64 million barrels a day and thOe available reserves are not increasing.
There is a finite supply of oil.

fAiThe low economic end of the Chinese society, and even people higher up the money mountain
often turn to drugs for solace. Many youth have become heroine addicts. Heroin addiction in many
parts of the country help in fueling the AIDS crisis. Over 20 million are now infected through freer sex
and contaminated needles.

i Bugs have been a long term problem in China with opium apparently being brought to us in the
7™ and 8" centuries by the Arabs, then by the British in the 18" Century, there has been a long history
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of opiate use. And the government has always fought bitterly against it. We lost the opium wars to the
British so were forced to allow opium imports. Under the Communists drug use took a big drop. But
now there is some money to buy oneself out of unhappiness and powerlessness, so the false hope of
psychoactive chemicals has reappeared, particularly among the young. The Chinese government has
executed a number or drug dealers and importers, but the problem persists.
fAiln Kino we have had little problem with psychoactive drugs. Part of the education required for
parent licensing deals with drug education. Why people use them. How to see the symptoms of drug
use. And mainly how to be loving parents. We think that is the major keyd loving children and
educating them. We believe that if children feel good about themselves as children and youth they
wonot have the need to escape their reality.
consequences of drug use, they will not have the inclination to experiment.
fiWe also have mandatory blood tests throughout the year in schools and work places. We test
primarily for diseases and drug use. We want to catch any potential problem for an individual and for
the society while it is in its infancy. It is much more difficult to solve a mature addiction or a pandemic
disease.
filn Kino the social inequities found in China have been largely eliminated. Women and men have
equal opportunities for education, jobs and pay. There is therefore no need for aborting female fetuses.
fiThere is still the official need to keep population controlled. While population reduction would
have been undesirable in an agricultural country, it is highly desirable in a developing technological
country. With fewer people a greater percentage of the youth can be highly educated. Automated
factories produced more goods which resulted in more money for the relatively fewer people in our
society. As the per capita income grew the standards of living became increasingly higher.
flt was not long before we had surpassed both China and your country, where your national debt
has engulfed your "huddled masses" while you taxed your workers to pay for the non-producers. Kino
has blended the ethical concerns and the industriousness of our Chinese traditions with a free thinking
scientific method that it applied to directing our society. While we have some democratic tendencies,
enough to keep the people happy by thinking that they are in control, we also have a strong central
government which has the power to enforce traditional ethical beliefs as laws and to develop the
necessary societal directions which, while sometimes suppressing what you call freedoms, assured a
better life for the future of our citizens and their children.
filn Kino the government annually determines how many babies are needed for that year. We
then issue that many licenses to the highest qualified potential parents. We sometimes allow for more
licenses than we actually need, especially if particularly effective parents apply. Generally, though, we

want to reduce our population.
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fAs other developed countries have found, as women move up the economic ladder they often
choose their vocation to the exclusion of having children. For some, being a brain surgeon or a senator,
far outweighs the expected joys of parenthoodd and it certainly reduces the responsibilities. For those
who want both we have inexpensive child care o]
whether it be the father or the mother, can do both. Once the child is in school most of the problems are
overd assuming that the parent works a normal 7 to 9 hour day.

fiBeing an effective parent is essential to having intelligent and mentally stable citizens. So we
assign a monetary value to caretaking and fact
economically.

fiChina was an innovator millennia ago. But as the centuries passed the burden of overpopulation

and wars brought it to a subsistence economy. Communism held back the natural intelligence and
industriousness of the Chinese people. It moved toward superpower status only at the turn of this
millennium. Still with a billion people it was difficult to get into gear. The central government therefore
cut our province loose from our parent country so we were free to experiment and prosper, hoping that

we could find a better and quicker way for the whole country of China to move.o

HEALTH CONCERNS

-fWe have | ooked at some of Chinads probl em
tried to eliminate them. For example, China has 320 million smokers. 90% of adult males smoke.
That 6s ab o utd stewsSmakiag nawraceounts forr ohedn 8 deaths in China but will rise to
1in 3 by 2050 if the current trends continue. In China this has significantly increased health care costs.
Nearly 60% of doctors smoke, most peoplestild ondt know t he risks of | un

major killer from smoking-- heart disease. It is true that the antioxidants in green tea seem to reduce
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some of the negative effects of smoking. So we may not have quite as many problems from smoking as
you do in the West.

fiHowever in Kino we have very high taxes on tobacco and we require a license to use tobacco
products. The terms of that license are that smoking related problems will not be covered by the
national health insurance. So the various cancers that are tobacco related, such as lung and mouth
cancers, emphysema, high cholesterol or high blood pressure related heart problems are not covered by
the regular state supplied insurance. But people can purchase additional insurance for smoking related
diseases. Of course it is quite expensive.

fWe begin our tobacco, alcohol and other drug education programs in the first year of school. We
also have television ads against smoking and we do not allow actors to smoke on screen for TV or
movie programs. Any film that shows a person smoking is not allowed in our country. Film producers
know this so they either cut or re-do the scenes with tobacco in them. We are a large market for films
so we command respect and compliance by the film producers.

Al our education we also show the moral decadence of smoking and how it is a harmful, but
simple, way for people to soothe their inferiority complexes. Just look at the way your advertising is
geared to being important, sensual and powerful. Whether it is the macho Marlboro man or the
successful woman in the Virginia Slims ads, tobacco advertising is geared to showing that you can be
better than you are just by lighting up. But no sense spending time on the psychology behind it because
I know you will go much more in depth into motivations when you talk with Chuck Chan in Singaling.

fSuffice to say that no intelligent person would ever smoke, unless somehow earlier addicted. After
all, tobacco addiction is rated as the most difficult or the second most difficult drug from which to
withdraw. The difficulty stems to a large degree from the fact that while most drugs give either an
upper or a downer effect, tobacco gives both. It stimulates like adrenaline and it calms by acting like
the calming neurotransmitter acetylcholine. So when you withdraw from the drug you have both the
crashing effect of an upper drug like cocaine or methamphetamine and the hyper-excitability of a
heroin type downer. Of course the withdrawals are not nearly as severe as withdrawing from cocaine or
heroin, but they occur together so you have dual and opposite nervous system reactions simultaneously.

fA new international study confirms that exposure to cigarette smoke before and after birth impairs
the lung function of the child. Parental smoking remains a serious public health issue after the birth of
the child also. Therefore smoking automatically eliminates one from obtaining a license to parent in
Kino. It is not only the lung function that is affected, but a large percentage of attention deficit

disorders seem to be smoking related.
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0 AThere are over a hundred chemicals in tobac
monoxide which, as you know, makes the blood less efficient by cutting down on oxygen
transportation. This can potentially reduce the optimal development of all body organs.
AWhile the negative effects of smoking on an

highly negative factor for the infant, but the second hand smoke of an expectant father begins its
damage to the unborn infant due to the effects of carbon monoxide and other tobacco chemicals. That
second hand smoke from the father or mother continues to be a negative for the child. For that reason
smoking is not allowed in a household i f pareni
filt seems that the developing body may be susceptible to different toxins at different stages of
development. In animal studies, alcohol damages an embryo within the first 4 days of life. As you
know alcohol can kill nerve cells in adults, so you can imagine what it can do to a developing embryo
or fetus.
It and other drug use are also related to faulty nervous system development and to related neurological
problems. So alcohol use is forbidden for licensed parents beginning a month before they can attempt to
conceive.

people are more psychological than logical. So if a lawyer is an effective psychologist, the jury can be
worked to think in terms of sympathy for the plaintiff rather than justice and can award an undeserving
victim millions in your legal lottery.

filf the doctor had a jury of his peers, all with M.D. degrees, more cases would go to court and the
suing lawyers would find that such suits were not profitable for them to pursue. But since juries are
generally made up of poorer citizens, often with minimal educations, the lawyers know they can get
settlements based on appeals to emotions. In our court system emotional appeals usually trump the
facts.

When pharmaceutical companies bid for a whole
country, as they do in countries with socialized medicine, they come in with low prices. As a result
drugs cost less in most other countries. If you compare the cost of identical drugs in the U.S. with the

costs in Mexico, Spain, Greece or any other country, you find the U.S. is much higher.o
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-fi IKinowe don &t h a vaenacentical industryfhereagso we must rely on other

countries to develop and test their drugs. We believe that we should share in that development cost as
part of the drug expense. But we dondét want to
doctor s6 offices may have more drug company Trepr e
patients. To the degree that they are informing doctors, we think that is OK. But to the degree that they
are influeOncing doctors to use equal or inferior drugs, we think that is uncalled for.

AWe also have a rule that we will not accept research articles from doctors who are accepting money
from drug companies. Our medical journals accept only untainted research. We do allow the
pharmaceutical companies to cooperate on drug reports for each disease condition. However, the
research they present must be unbiased. If we find untruthful statementsinareport,t hat companyQd
drugs are not allowed to be sold in our country for five years. The reports vary with disease. So if the
report is on prostate cancer, all drug companies are invited to submit their drug information regarding
prevention and cure. Our panel of experts thoroughly examines all of the research used to back up the
claims. We pay the expert panel for their time. The report is then available to any of our physicians who
request it. We dondét all ow media advertising b
influence the potential patients. We let the medical experts, not the patients, determine the need for a
drug.

fJust look at the ridiculous way your government handled the Medicare drug bill a few years ago.
Many low income people who had been getting their drugs free from the pharmaceutical companies
were prohibited from doing so. They had to make additional payments into the national coffers for
drugs and the drug companies were guaranteed top dollar on the sales because the law specifically
prohibited Medicare from bargaining with them for lower prices. Yet all other countries and some U.S.
agencies, like the Veterans Health Administration and the Defense Department were doing just that.

It is pure democracy to
vote your self centered interests. But this is a far cry from the visions of an enlightened democracy for
all the people. Whether we look at the ancient Athenians6 d e m o rdyrfoatise ynaleccitizens, or the
thinkers of the Enlightenment who envisioned a broader seat of power, they wanted a political power of
educated, wise and socially conscious citizens. Wise political philosophers expected that the
electorate6 s d e c i sevolvehsavemwnard, liftthg the population with them. But as psychologists
mi ght well have predicted, selfishness is more
past today. Self interest is expected, but enlightened self interest should be the goal.
AWe see that self interest, particularly in China. While there is much poverty, the Chinese yuppies
are buying cars and apartments, furniture and toys. Their one child is pampered. They are following the
American way of pursuing money and the things it can bringd less time but more goodies. An

Al t 1 s thatdemocracg, &s it i8 dracticed, is not guaranteed to be the ultimate form of
government. It can be effective but it is not guaranteed. A benevolent dictatorship can certainly be
preferable. For any government to work it must have the good of the country foremost. Not necessarily

Then there is the graying
of the population. But whatever the results of the one child policy, it worked well. No historian would
expect such a major societal change wi t hout some attendant probl em:

the sexes.

CHINA’S IMBALANCE OF SEXES

filn China males were preferred because of their greater earning power, which was essential on the
farms and in the cities where pensions had been reduced. Males were needed to care for their parents in
their old age. As we all know, throughout history males have generally been preferred as rulers, as
teachers, as doctors, and sod as children. The female exceptions of the past like the legendary Queen
Eyleuka of Ethiopia in 4500 BCE and Pharaoh Hatshepsut of Egypt right up through Cleopatra and
Elizabeth, all had gained power through bloodlines. But recently we have had elected leaders like Indira
Gandhi, Margaret Thatcher and Angela Merkel. These show that women could and can lead. But it is
difficult to lead when you are barefoot and pregnant and have six little mouths to feed. Wome n 6 s
inferior placement was determined more by male physical strength and a lack of contraceptives than by
natural talent. Rulers have often been chosen because of their success on the battlefields. Here again
women were nearly universally excluded from battle. In the few cases where women were battle
| e ader schange the dtdatuslofivdoinen. The Trung sisters of Vietham led a revolt against the
Chinese in 40AD. But they lost and committed suicide. Queen Tomyris, taking over from her dead
husband, led the battle against the Persians, defeated them and killed King Cyrus in 529 BC. And Joan
of Arc was rather successful on the battlefield until she was burned at the stake in 1431 at the age of 19.

fiSo male children have been traditionally preferred because they are more muscular warriors and
quite less likely to get pregnant! But traditions are seldom conquered by intelligence or the recognition

of a superior value system. Traditions give our unthinking minds firm foundations in the quicksand of
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ignorance. And they will eventually sink into oblivion. We needed to change the tradition here in Kino
regarding preferences for males. We have eliminated the preference for males and seldom use
amniocentesis for sex selection.

South Korea showed us the way when they reversed their male to female birth ratio from 117 boys
per 100 girls in 1990 back to the norm of 105 boys per 100 girls. They did it by outlawing
amniocentesis for sex selection, which decreased abortions for female fetuses, and by the governme nt 6 s
message that oO0one dEhashifbwasbased largely onahe realitiessthga n s ons . 0
education and high level job s are now available to women.

some societal problems developed as the excess male population reached adulthood. The heterosexual
males had fewer chances to find mates so their opportunities to marry were certainly curtailed. With
fewer men marrying there were far fewer babies. The population level plummeted even more than had
been expected. The reduction of females in China has recently resulted in at least 40 million bachelors
having no possibility of finding a Chinywyase wom;
old male population being left mateless.

fiBecause of this, peasant women were tricked into coming to the cities with promises of good jobs,

or they were kidnapped. The richer men paid t hi
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enough. Foreign women came voluntarily or werealsokidn apped and hel p edtitalt o
hunger. But foreigners have never been well accepted by the Chinese, with the exceptions of Marco
Polo and Richard Nixon.

SEX IMBALANCE--GENDER EQUALITY

fMAs a result of the shortage of women, the
status and even a bit of equality. The male to female birth ratios dropped from 160 males per 100

fAiTrue equality, just as true freedom, comes when people are judged by their competence and their
contributions to society, not the shape of their genitals or the color of their skin. To eliminate these
ridiculous prejudices which are still found in China, we in Kino have enacted laws that allow for
complete equality between the sexes. They were patterned after Scandinavian laws but are even more
equalitarian in the way we enforce them. But it is more than just granting equal treatment to
individuals. Even more important is the fact that more competent people are available to do the jobs
that an efficient society needs, both in the workplace and in government. Our whole population has
equal chances to succeed. Opportunities are no longer just for the male half of the society.

are opting for higher education.o

--fil hope so. You mentioned equality of opportunity as the answer. But it is a major shift in
tradition.

--fiAs you well know, every historical shift, even the positive ones, bring with them some
undesirable ramifications, such as prejudices, rebellions and worse.

ancient Jewish approach of over 3000 years arouses prejudice and even hate among many. When Jesus
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and Paul brought a newer form of monotheism, the Romans tortured them. Then when the Christians
rose to power they tortured the unbelievers. Islam conquered North Africa, India, and Spain and forced
major societal changes. When trains replaced horse drawn coaches, when planes replaced trains, and
when autos replaced horses, society was forced to make huge adjustments to its traditions and in the
way it worked. When mass production replaced hand work, society had to adjust.

fiways of earning a living shift with the prevailing economic system. The number of workers
required to supply the needs or wishes of the financially able consumers depends on the technological
development of the producers, such as the efficient use of robotics or the hand produced goods of cheap
labor.

filn medicine we have learned to look at the bio-medical model as the ultimate in health care. If
something is wrong, a drug or surgery will fix it. But so often it is the environmental factors that are far
more effective. Regular exercise, stopping smoking, controlling obesity, reducing fat intake are
generally found to be far more important in living a longer life than taking many of the drugs that may
reduce heart related problems. But if we have never exercised, have always smoked, have always eaten
unhealthily, we generally preferthe s ol ut i o whangelour traditivnal ¢ifs patterhs. Better to
pay a few hundred dollars a year for drugs and doctors and hope for good results than to cast aside our
traditional unhealthy lifestyles.

fEvery economic, social or political change requires adjustments. Many require adjustments to
negative consequences. When the peopleds revol
backward. Through wars and pogroms, men disappeared. Women had more opportunities to advance
through education. The overthrow of Communism brought some positive changes. But the Russian
mafia emerged. The world moves by fits and starts. Some moves are little negatives, some are
monstrous minuses. Some moves are small positives, some are mega-positives. We think that the one
child policy has resulted in a huge economic plus with some relatively small temporary social setbacks.

fAs people age, many want to retire. Some would like to have the option of retiring early. But at the
same time many resent being forced to retire from jobs they love. The more interesting the job the
longer people want to work, yet some countries force them into retirement. This is absurd.

fiSo the economic and psycho-social effects of the graying population can be minimized two ways.
Those who want to work must be allowed to continue as long as they are capable of doing their jobs
effectively. Second, they must contribute enough to their retirement system so that they, not the
government, have paid for their lifelong pensions. If they want to retire early or at a higher pension rate
they must contribute more money to the pension system.

iChi nads pension plan for employees of state ¢
assume 35 years of contributions from the workers then a retired lifespan of 15 years. We find that to
be totally unrealistic. Thirty-five years of work then 15 years of retirement would require an annual
contribution of over 30% of wages. This, of course, would be untenable for the worker. Then the life
expectancy is actually 77 today, not 70 as was earlier assumed, and the life expectancy is rising every

year.

KINO’S PENSION PLAN TODAY

A Wh &ino was given independence we immediately tackled the care of the elderly problem. We
initiated a voluntary retirement program which was available once people reached 75. These people had
paid nothing towards retirement during their working years so the state had to pick up the bill. We
immediately set in motion retirement insurance payments for all workers. The optional retirement and
an optional retirement home placement eliminated the need for male caretaking of the elderly.
fOriginally it took a huge bite out of the national budget and required foreign borrowing. But as we
now have both men and women in our highly technological workforce we have eliminated our national
debt and good pensions and el der care are part
AWe want to avoid the workerbphya redisticoahount iitoetheilVe s t . H
retirement and health care accounts each month. They also pay for long term care. The payments never
go into the stateb6s coffers. The payments are |
expected there is always money for health care and when pension time comes the retirant can take an
actuarially determined monthly income beginning at age 65. This is normally about half of the monthly
salary. By age 70 it is about 65% of the monthly salary. By 80 it is 100%. Our life expectancies are 85
years at birth, due to our splendid health care system and the opportunity to exercise throughout our
lives in our swimming pools, on our playgrounds, or on our bike paths. At the retirement age of 80 we

expect another 12 years of life. As you know, life expectancy increases for every year we live. The
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percentages of income and the changes in life expectancies change as the average age of the population
changes.

fAiThe state guarantees the payment, but so far has not had to contribute because the investment of
the contributions has made more money than is needed. If a person dies, the total contributions are
returned to his or her family, with 10% compounded interest. So you see it is a multifunctional savings
account with a high rate of return.

AThis next year we are moving to a more equitable plan. We have been working out the details for
five year s. Actuaries make their educated gue:
equalitarian approach that you do in America where women contribute as much as men and retire at the
same ages and at the same pension rates as men. The facts are that generally: women live longer than
men, small people live longer than big people, exercisers live longer than non-exercisers, married
people live longer than single people, non-smokers live longer than smokers, the more highly educated
live longer than the less educated, people with lower blood pressure live longer than those with high
blood pressure, normally weighted people live longer than obese people, people whose ancestors lived
longer tend to live longer than those whose ancestors died young, and so on. There are a number of
such factors that are updated annually. All of these go into our data base. Every person submits an
annual status report with the help of a doctor. Noted in the report will be such things as whether the
p e r s o n 6ckanged@asitvelytor negatively, whether they began or stopped an effective exercise
program, whether they stopped or started smoking, and so forth.

longevity calculation every year. Based on these actuarially guessed factors a person can get an
educated estimate on how long he or she will live. They then determine how long they want to work
and at what salary they would need in retirement and adjust their pension contributions up or down.

fiAs with our previous plan, if a person dies before retiring his or her heirs get all the money put in
with 10% compounded interest. If the retirant dies before using all the contributed money the remaining
money, without interest is returned to the heirs. The money that the state has earned on the retirement
contributions, which we hope is at least 10%, goes to pay those who outlive their contributionsd so
there i s a government guarantee of a pension.

fiBecause the working conditions are ideal and the job challenges are immense most Kinese continue
to work long past their retirement age. Many will take extended vacations or sabbaticals but eagerly
return to their work on their return. We believe our system makes sense both economically and
psychologically. Economically because every worker pays for himself through his contributions.

Psychologically it allows people to continue to work full or part time if they desire. We allow four to
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six month sabbaticals every ten years throughout the working lifeto i ncr ease oneos

filn Europe today a person must work to about age 73 to take out about what he or she has put into
the pension system. Yet most countries allow, or even require, retirement by somewhere between 55
and 67. Allowing retirements before age 73 requires that someone other than the retiree pay the
pension. And with early retirements allowed, or even required, somebody else must pay for the retiree.
It sounds desirable to allow early retirement. It certainly brings the politicians votes. But it makes no
economic sense at all.

fiAbout 80 million baby boomers, those children born from the mid-40s to the mid-60s, were not
effectively factored into the costs of caring for them in their old age. For this reason Ronald Reagan,
rather than rely on tax increases on future generations, significantly increased the payroll tax rate with
the idea that boomers would pay extra during their working years to build up a surplus in the Social
Security Trust Fund. The extra money could be drawn upon when the boomers retired so it would
maintain Social Security payments at designated levels. It took awhile, but by the time Clinton left
office the federal government was actually running a large enough budget surplus that the Social
Security System was working as designed.

fWhen President Bush took office in 2001 there was a projected budget surplus of $5.6 trillion over
the next ten years. This would have gone a long way in paying off the $6 trillion national debt. Even
before Bush took office the government had predicted that by now the national debt would start to
skyrocket and in fifty years would be almost 200% of our gross domestic product. But because Bush
increased, rather than decreased the national debt we started our debt from a much higher level. It was
eleven trillion dollars when he left office. We are now among the most indebted countries in the world
and are having to forego our interest payments to our lenders, particularly China and Japan. Medicare

and Social Security have had to be pared.
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i ®day the interest payments on the national debt equal the outlay for Social Security. Congress
has had to keep increasing the national debt limit by trillions of dollars or the United States would have
had to default on its debt obligations. Reducing taxes during the Bush years sounded good to the voters
but every reduced dollar of federal income had to be supplanted by borrowing a dollar from somebody.

6roday when people call a man filial they mean that he is supporting his parents. But he does as much
for his dogs and horses. If he does not show respect for his parents how is he differentiating between
them and his animals.§7) After all, our parents are our most immediate and important link to our
ancestors. And our ancestors are revered, as is our glorious history.

and some Middle East countries have been financially supportived China because we are its appointed
prodigy and the oil producers because we are an increasingly important market.

fiBut we, along with all countries that experience reduced population will have the problem of
uneven employment for two generations or so. But this inconvenience pales when contrasted with the
results of an increasing, or even a stable, world population. In the future, progressive societies will have
to follow our lead. Mandatory retirements will have to be eliminated. Retirement ages will have to be
raised. Just as births have to be reduced. And as medical science keeps us living longer, the adjustments

fAiThere comes a time when we must become responsible for ourselvesd keep our educations

current for the changing needs of the global economy; save for our futures; take care of our own health;
and if we want to someday retire, work long enough so that we have paid for it.

fiWwe know that the future candét be intelligent
already traveled. We agree with your philosopher Friedrich Schiller that an historian is & prophet
looking backwardsa We realize that we need not reinvent the wheel. We want to minimize making the
mistakes of the past but we realize that the future of humankind has not been written by a god who has
predestined us. We, as thinking people, have some measure of control.

fiPerhaps we in Kino have been blessed by a looser more amorphous religious background. Most of
us do not have the schizophrenic monotheistic God who is both vengeful and merciful, as do you in the
West. We have a looser blend of the philosophical analysis of Lao Tzu with the yin and yang as
competing yet cooperating aspects of our world. We have the secular sense of the relationships and
order of Confucius and Mencius. We have our ancestral links extending back through the mists of our
history and our prehistory. And we have the quiet simple ethical precepts of Siddhartha Gautama, the
Buddha.

fiGoing back to Confucius and his cultural ancestors, there has been a deep feeling of respect and
caring for our parents. It has always been the children, particularly the sons, who have had this
responsibility. We now take a page from the Western concept of the individual and the state as also
being responsible for the elderly. This seems more fair to the young and puts more responsibility on the
individual for his or her own retirement years. But we want it sensibly administered. Each person

should be responsible for himself as much as possible.0
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THE CHALLENGES

--fiwhat have you seen as the challenges to your country as you have developed?0

-fWe had to develop an educational system second to none. We needed to plan an economy
that met the present and future needs of the world. For this we promoted both state planning and a free
wheeling entrepreneurial business economy.

fiAs you might expect, the higher living standards of Kino, the commitment to learning, the crime
free environment, and the potential to produce goods for the global economy, enticed productive people
from the faltering economies of the West to immigrate. German engineers, American doctors and
physicists, and British bankers were among those who were welcomed by the power elite of Kino.

While the immigrants faced some ethnic discrimination because of their paler skins, they were accepted
for their competencies. They were eager to lead a people hungry for success--after having been
punished through taxation for their competence and achievements in their own countries. But our laws
forbad these immigrants from having children, except in exceptional cases. Mixing of races is not
considered to be desirable by the government of Kino.

AA major scientific challenge was that we were pressured by China to develop cheap non-polluting
power. Our government wanted to beat the goals set in Kyoto. But China was even more alarmed, as
was Al pine Europe, when the glacier melting re:

Qinghai-Tibet plateau were shrinking by 7% a year because the average temperature had increased 2
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degrees in the last few years. This would cause droughts, which could allow sandstorms. Sandstorms
have become even more prevalent because forests have been chopped down.

fiSo our major environmental tasks have been to reduce the continuation of global warming and to
reduce its effects, then simultaneously to solve the problem of a lack of fresh waterd while reducing
our population. Then, of course, we wanted to make certain that the children born in our country were
assured of the most loving parents possible and access to the best educational system in the world.

fWhen we look at our responsibilities, Kino is of course our primary concern. China is our second
concern, then the rest of the world. Developing clean and cheap energy was obviously the major goal. It
would eliminate the major sources of human caused global warming, it would allow us to use clean
power to cool our homes and industries, and it would allow us to cheaply desalinate the ocean water.
The extensive use of solar power really originated in our area, then Europe and the U.S. got into the act.
Your state, California, really got things going when it offered billions of dollars of credits for the use of
solar power. This gave all of us in the energy business a potential source of revenue.

ATen years ago Chi nexicetTeegate elsd woakingion solér en@wind énergy i o n
and other sources of non-polluting or minimally polluting energy sources. They knew that using
millions of gallons of oil and millions of tonsof coalwasa di sser vi ce t o tllste wor
look at Denmark with more than 20% of its electricity produced by windd more than 20 times the
percentage produced in your country. And once oil passed $60 a barrel, wind became a financially
competitive energy source.

fiBut from our founding we concentrated on studying solar power. We worked closely with the
engineers at Shanghai University, which is in the forefront of solar research. We lured the highest level
German solar engineers here with large amounts of Arab and Chinese cash. The Arabs have been
interested because they want to continue | eadi |
difficult because they not only have more oil than most countries, they also have more sun! So when
the oil and gas run out they will still be major energy suppliers if we can provide effective and
inexpensive solar panels.

AOriginally we ran parallel and cooperative research for producing cheaper energy and cheaper
water. We experimented with silicon, orgasmic polymer, quantum dot and other more effective
substances for power and in nanotechnology for developing efficient filters for the sea water. The
power for the desalinization came from developing electrical power from the mechanical potential of
the ocean waves near the desalinization plants and from power developed by the ebb and flow of the
tides.
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--AiMy father had always wondered why it had taken so long to develop effective solar
power. He told me that in the 1950s he had a solar powered radio that he used to take to the beach when

he was lifeguarding at Venice Beach.0

--AAs | understand it, it was a combination of factors, such as that other energy was so cheap
and the modern materials for catching photons were not developed. But as the need for non-polluting
energy became essential, huge amounts of research money came from governments and industry. Both
private and public researchers then found it profitable.

fOur other major problem was to find a cheaper source of pure water. The UN estimated that 130
million in China used contaminated water. Then with the glaciers melting, a major source of fresh
water was being eliminated. China attempted to help its situation by building dams. This helped but
di dndét s ol W hate to desalpnateca gobdepart of our water, but we reuse waste water after
it is purified. Farms and industry are able to use the re-purified water. Homes have two water supplies,
one for fresh water and another for the re-purified water for washing our bodies, our clothes and dishes
and for our gardening.

AOur work in developing affordable energy, producing fresh water, and recycling waste water not
only helped us and China but we had solutions and technologies that the world needed now. This is the
real source of our wealth. Water production and conservation is nearly a trillion dollar business and we
have a huge chunk of it. We have improved on a home appliance that pulls water vapor from the air.
Every home and business will soon have one. They will each pull 75 gallons of waterfrom the air
every day.

fiWe use and re-use the water, from clean drinking water to waste water and industrial cooling
water and finally to hydroponic agriculture, then the steam is often captured and used again in the same
cycle. We have paid back those who loaned us money and now we are debt free. We can therefore put
our own money into making a better life for our people. But we all know that people want to work in
creative and productive jobs. We are not going to compromise the essential nature of a sound work
ethic. So we put our money into better education, better libraries, better parks and pools, and better
musical productions of opera, musical theater and symphonies. We want the accoutrements of life to be

civilization. From Alexander to Zengh, from Attila to Hitler, from Caesar to Genghis, we see
selfishness collectivized and violence applauded until the final nuclear curtain may undo it all.

LICENSING IS A NECESSITY

--fiThe theory of population control has been refined through the years. From a “one child
per family" policy enforced by societal pressures, then a law controlling the one child policy, and now
the society of Kino requires a license to have a baby. In Kino we can handle the population we have,
but thatds not t he (ddinimetligent pofrlationaantiol. Wemeed toefumtiter t h e
reduce our population for the good of the world.
fWe see effective parenthood as critical for an efficient forward moving, peaceful society. We
know that our children are the future of our society. Butwe dondét see i tforpegplea bi o
to have children. Our citizens are not hermits, we live together. We value both individual children and
our society. It is just that we are no longer living in the agricultural world of a few millennia ago when
we had only a few million people tramping around the planet.
AThe ineffective expenditure of our limited resources on trying to repair children and adults who
have been damaged by incompetent parenting makes setting standards for parenting necessary today.
Setting minimum standards for parenting would help to prevent child neglect and abuse. We should not
continue to wait until parents damage their children physically and emotionally. We need to weed out
the potentially ineffective parents and educate those who can be good parents by giving them every
help we can. Of course every young potential parentt hi nks i tds easy to do ev
parents wonder if they did anything right!
fiProtecting society from inefficient parents is like cancer protection, it seems that only about 5%
of cancer cells cause most of the problems. We think that more than 5%, perhaps around 10% of
parents may not be acceptable either because of genes or because of poor parenting abilities or
aptitudes.
fiLicensing parents lays the foundation for dramatically reducing the need for costly and
ineffective governmental welfare and correctional programs. It affirms parental responsibility for child-
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rearing and reduces the need for governmental involvement in defective families. It increases the

general level of competent parenting and positively affects generations to come.o

parenting. This may not be an unrealistic goal if we really care about our future. Every ineffectively
raised child becomes a potential burden on our future and a citizen who cannot make a maximal
contribution to our society through economic or humanitarian performance. How do you handle the

licensing here in Kino? 0

--fiLicensing is handled by the social service agencies. Any people denied licensing can
appeal or they can follow the recommendations of the agency on how to remedy their inadequacies
through education or other means. We are not trying to deny couples having children, only to make
certain that they are financially and psychologically readyd and that their child will be an asset, not a
detriment to the whole world. By subscribing to the one child law we are reducing our population. We
hope that the world will follow our lead.o

--AWhat about single parents?0

--fiThey have to pass the same license requirements as couples. This, of course, may be twice
as difficult. Their psychological abilities may be equally as great, but they may have problems meeting
the time commitment required for young children. They may, however, be quite acceptable for adopting
children who are at least three or four years old.
fiAs Confucius indicated, we needed a population that is intelligent and psychologically sound.
This was the most difficult thing we have had to deal with in our young country. Talk about tradition!
Our population had already livedwi t h t he O6one chil d&é podetalitradgion. Th a't
But the people can now see for themselves the benefits of the reduced population for our society and
for themselves. The tradition of having unlimited children was far more deeply ingrained in China than
merely licensing, as we do in Kino. Our approach to licensing is merely determining when the
pregnancy can occur. Then we are trying our best to insure that the parentsar e awar e of what

needs are as it grows.o

RIGHTS

ONot really. We donét have scriptures
thereby blessed! We dondét have that single deity to
peaceful, and to ascribe our fortune or misfortune to. We, as a people, have the power to do what we
will. As a people, society has to be primary. While we recognize that some individual desires, which
y ou o f rightsd mayaomdtimes be shunned, we realize that the forward thrust of the whole
society must be our major concern. The totalitarian Communism of Mao certainly had many major
faults. The needless deaths of millions and the failed economic experiments were certainly major

negatives. But the totalitarian rule is responsible for the progress we have made the last forty years.

fWhat you call democratic ideas are now more often coming into play. Freedoms are more evident.

But not every freedom is good for society. When a freedom allows for more diversity, it can get into the

way of progress. Having more Muslims, Christians, Hindus and Falun Gongs gives more competing

ideas as to how society can progress. On the other hand, allowing freedoms of entrepreneurs and

freedom for better educations can help the society. The problem is that no one knows exactly the right

The country profited far more by

building the dams. Such action required a strong central government and accurate farsighted planning.

So many of the human rights people want everything for the individual even if it is bad for the society.

fiFive hundred years ago the Chinese emperor allowed Christian missionaries. Then a later emperor
stopped it and sent the missionaries packing. So there has been precedent for both the allowance and
the disallowance of outside religions and for their control by the Chinese government. In China today
they are allowing some religious beliefs. They did this under communism but it is more pronounced
now. The present government wants a tight control on religion. For example those who want to follow
the Catholic religion must be members of the Chinese Patriotic Catholic Association. This group has
even appointed its own Catholic bishops. The Vatican vehemently disapproved. There have been
Muslim groups in China for a thousand years. And of course Buddhism in some form has been around
for two thousand years and in its Mahayana approach has combined with the tradition of the veneration
of ancestors and the teachings of Confucius and Lao Tzu. This could be said to be the most common
form of Chinese religion. They sort of accepted everything.

fAiThe uneducated people need beliefs in an afterlife and of some supernatural powers who can be
prayed to for impossible favors or blamed for catastrophes. Such deities or forces of nature seem to be
found in every primitive group. And | would have to say that most of us on this earth are still primitive.
We think we are advancedd but we know very little. Every age is convinced that it knows all and that
its gods are real. But that, too, passes away. A more sophisticated god appears. A more powerful brand
of prayer or meditation appears. A more broadly based humanitarian world view is proposed. But the
people generally still believe in the gods of their parents and flaunt the ethics of the religions they
ostensibly follow. We want to keep things down to earth without all the theological mumbo-jumbo.

fiWe have enough arguments among the society-centered peopled communists, socialists, and free
enterprisers. We have arguments about globilization, whether it is good and if so how much is good.
We have arguments about which individual desires should become rights. Should we allow
psychoactive drugs, if so which ones? When youth attempt to show their power in clubs or gangs, what
sort of activity should be allowed. What about prison sentences? Should they be long or short, should
we keep the death penalty, should prison be used to punish or rehabilitate? How much income should
be taxed, and from what sourcesd income, sales taxes, luxury taxes, property taxes? You see we have

enough problems to solve.

developed as the automobile developed. But tell people that they should not eat red meat or potatoes

and they keep on doing it. Of course those are merely traditions, not laws. But when you require or
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forbid something that has never been required or forbad before, and make it under the force of law, you
get resistanced often major resistance. If the county gets permission to cut down a tree, given its
environmental importance, someone may chain themselves to that tree. If houses are condemned to put
in a needed highway, somebody will inevitably refuse to leave, no matter how much they are paid for
the house. Only the law, the police, can solve the problem for society. Not many things attack our
emotional beings like when our reproductive desires are quelled or our attachments to our dwellings are
disrupted. We dondét really have problems with either.
Additionally many married couples do not want children. They find more joy and fulfillment in their
jobsandineach ot her és companionship. They have much
in the West already. Southern Europe and the upper middle classes in your country have shown real
reticence to having children. Then there are so many who choose not to marry so that they can dedicate
themselves to their professions.

Just as when someone is denied a license to drive a car or a license to practice medicine, the individual
is saddened but the society is better off.

euthanasia, people in the United States are not given these rights. If some Americans want these rights

fiWhile China has a death penalty that is easily declared, our death penalty laws give many

protections to the adjudged. But unlike your country, death penalty inmates are not given their
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freedoms on legal technicalities. If they are guilty they are quickly punished. Al s o, t hey donot
unlimited legal appeals. But the evidence against them must be substantial.

fThe message of Karl Marx was that we must prepare for the future. Your Western politics seem to
be concerned with the immediate. VVote in people who will lower the gas price today, who will reduce
taxes today, who will build more roads today. Your leaders follow the crowds. They develop their
policies based on the latest polls. The world needs vision. Jefferson had it. Lincoln had it. Wilson had
it. But most of the recent visions in your country often come from outside of your government.

fiMartin Luther King had a vision of racial and religious freedom. Bill Gates had a vision of
worldwide communicationandhasa vi si on of how to wipe out pove
needs leaders who can help us head off the environmental and economic Armageddon that will engulf
us if we deal only pragmatically with the present.

EDUCATION

--AAs the world has become more scientifically modern the essential nature of the educational
system of each country comes more into focus. While nearly every politician promises a better
education for the citizens, in reality the education budget is often the first item to be slashed. Because
teachers are not adequately paid, fewer potential teachers are educated. And while the truly dedicated
teachers might teach for half of what they earn, far more potential teachers are turned away by the lack
of respect for the profession and the lack of salary to pay for a comfortable life.

filn Kino we have put educational funding on the front burnerd and it has paid off. International
tests show that the Kinese students do as well or better than other Asian students. And certainly Asian
students have usually come out on the top of the international rankings. Where Kino has excelled is that
while requiring our students to learn the essentials by rote, as European and Asian students have
traditionally been taught, we have also worked to develop a creative learning environment which has

been more the tradition in the more effective schools in the United States. So the Kinese have
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developed the memorization skills necessary for basic thinking and they have concurrently developed
the problem solving and creative skills necessary for advancing in our modern world. The educational
systems of Kino have far surpassed those of the U.S. as the Americans have begun judging their
schools on how they perform on objective rote memory tests while they have had to reduce the
creativity emphasis.

filn science things must be measurable. How can creativity be measured on objective tests? How
can creativity be taught while preparing for standardized tests that measure knowledge accumulated?
The young Einstein and Edison would again fail their tests if they were to be tested in America.

oThe Chinese universities award four times the number of advanced degrees annually as the US and
they are tough. But it is difficult for college graduates to find jobs. Some come to us. We have our own
universities and they are top notch. Our level of universities is slightly higher than in the U.S. The

We give all students the opportunity to appreciate their bodies in a comprehensive physical education
program. We give them the opportunity to understand history and philosophy. We pursue the great
literature and the arts from both the East and the West. This is along with their rigid mathematics and
science curriculum. We have taken a page from your American high schools and colleges relative to
extra-curricular activities. So we have music groups, both orchestras and vocal groups. We have speech
and debate teams, language clubs and other recreational groups. We also have sport teams, dance and
play production activities.

fiWe encourage cradle to grave education and recreation. Our colleges are open day and night. Our
people can pursue, without cost, higher education or recreational opportunities. As opposed to most
countries, we pay our teachers very well, so well that we have huge numbers of foreigners applying for
the jobs. Our teachers are retained only if they are exceptional. They must have a great deal to offer
academically and they must excite the students with their style and substance.

fWe have taken a very different tack in our university hiring than you have in the West. Over the
years your university hiring has become open to only people with doctorates who have published
extensively in academic journals that very few people read. Those who have studied in your
universities often observe that quite often the great researcher is a poor teacher. Some can teach their
single area of expertise well, but traditionally college professors are asked to teach several quite
different courses.

fWhen we want research done it is done in our research facilities. Sometimes these researchers will
teach a class or two in their area of expertise. But that is up to them. And if their evaluations are not
high in the classroom, they will be terminated from their supplementary teaching duties.
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fiWe think your emphasis on research that is often meaningless is often cheating your students. Your
universities have become so research oriented that teaching has become superfluous. We do have some
research facilities in our universities but in most cases they are separated from the teaching facilities.
We have some crossover, we do have some teachers who do research and some researchers who teach.
Their pay can come partly from the research institute and partly from the teaching institute. At the
masterods and doctor al |l evel s there is usually
with researchers.

fiWe concentrate our research in the areas of global warming and desalinization. We also do some
research on weapons, particularly lasers and satellites. We let the British, Germans and Americans
study ancient Egypt, organ transplants, and Tibetan literature. We merely read their work. Our work, at
this stage of our development is in those hard sciences that may make life on earth more of a
possibility. And of course we have to have defensive weapons.

fiWe realize that not everyone will be happy with our national goals. They are free to leave. We

have one who is fascinated with ancient Egypt. She is now with the Egyptian Department of
Antiquities. | am fascinated with the times of the pharaohs. All students study it as apart of their ancient
history course in high school. But if they want to study more they must go abroad. We have one of our
graduates teaching Twentieth Century American Literature at the University of Washington. One
teaches sport sociology at Penn State. One teaches early Chinese history at Beijing University. We
know that no society can offer everything to everybody. Our citizens are always free to leave if they

can find a country that will take them.o

VALUES

--ABut from what | have seen and what you have told me, you want to experience the broad

range of human thinking and achievement.o

-- fiBut we cannot progress towards understanding our highest selves and the development of
a realistic utopia unless we effectively combine the knowledge of modern science, the conveniences
allowed by technology, and the aesthetic broadening of the arts all tied together by a comprehensive
theory of values that allow for individual achievement and enjoyment in an ever-advancing society.
AWe recognize that life is a series of choices, societal, religious and personal. Our lives will be

better or worse based on the choices we make. Choose to smoke or not, to vote or not, to work hard or
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not, to further our education or not. Our lives and our societies are dependent on the types of choices
we make and whether we follow them through.

fWhile we value freedom of thought, we want to develop a national psyche that is society based.
We want to reward education and human enterprise but emboss them in a fabric of social responsibility.
We want our values based as much as possible on facts. Facts are not influenced by emotion or

prejudices. 0

all want solutions to our problems but we generally want somebody else to solve them. We need to
recycle. Let somebody else do it. We need to drive our cars less. Let somebody else take the bus. We
need fewer babies.

filt is a problem of values. For example, there are some people who believe that humans are
responsible for solving their problems and others who believe that God will provide. This brings up
such questions as whether we must limit population for the good of society or increase population
because God said to de fruitful and multiply6 L wonder if we need to have more souls born so that they
can be saved so they can find their way to heaven.

fiEarly this century in the US elections, the Christian right voted in Republicans so that émoral
values ¢6ould be followed in the country. Their values were unclear. What did the Bible have to say

ADid those religious values include the government spying on its electorate. Did those values
encompass illegal lobbying, money laundering, obstruction of justice, child molestation, adultery and
all of the other illegal actions done by the high ranking members of the party advocating religious and
family values. While these illegal behaviors are not atypical in human history, it pains me to see
lawmakers, public administrators and judges who so loudly proclaim their religious values but trash
them in their dailylives.

LICENSING REQUIREMENTS

AThat brings me to your area of social policy that intrigues me the mostd licensing parents.

Obviously parents should begin to make the decisions that will affect their child well before pregnancy
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occurs. Parents should know what it will cost and what will be expected of them. Once two people have
decided to become parents and the mother is in good health, the decisions will begin to snowball from
the moment of conception. It is the parents who are largely, if not totally, responsible for the way their
children turn out. Did they become statesmen or thieves, the inventors or tyrants, artists or killers?
Parents are, indeed, the creators of destiny. What does your licensing theory do to increase the

probability of ensuring effective parents?0

--fiTen years ago | signed into law a bill for the compulsory licensing of parents in our
country. The concept was born years ago, but it was repugnant to us then. We had seen laws in Europe
which forced the sterilization of certain unfit people so that their societies would be improved. We had
observed the laws in many of your states which allowed for compulsory sterilization. But most of all,
we had noted the unprecedented increase of inmates in jails and mental institutions around the world.
This great increase of criminals, terrorists and other people who are mentally ill brought it forcefully to
our attention that many people were not qualified for parenthood. So we took the logical next step in
population control.

A O daw required that people who wanted to have children demonstrate that they were
economically capable of raising a child. We all know that, for too many years, the state had to support
too many children. The law also required that people desiring to have children demonstrate a
knowledge of the decisions necessary for effective parenthood. They would have to pass examinations
concerning nutrition, diseases, emotional health, and mental development. They also had to submit
some evidence of their own emotional stability and their genuine desire to have children.

AAII loving parents want to give their children whatever physical and emotional ingredients are
necessary to make that child the best that it can be. Unloving parents, those who want children for the
wrong reasons, are the ones we are attempting to eliminate. They are the ones who want children for
themselves rather than for the sake of the child.

filn the 18 or so years that the child is under the parents' custody the parents will be determining
the physical, intellectual and emotional structure of the child. Many thousands of inputs will determine
the body and character of the future adult. But where can the parent look for guidance? The myriad of
books often confuse the baffled parent even more. We want to give them the best information that the
sciences have to offer on child raising. Your President Kennedy said truly that "Children are the world's
most valuable resource and its best hope for the future.” It is the children, not the parents, who are our
major concernd for their own sakes and for the sake of the society.

AThe idea that having a baby is a natural right of any person regardless of their age, mental
health, or knowledge of parenting, is an idea whose time has finally come to an end. We now realize
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that the decision to have children is at least as important as being able to drive an automobile or operate
a citizens' band radio, both of which have required licenses for years. It was the belief of our legislature
and myself that this law will benefit society in general--but particularly the parents who should not
have had children, and the children who will now be born with more capable parents. We further
believe that each child born in this country should have, as a birthright, parents who honestly want the
child and are prepared to care for that child.

fAiThe license requirements included: that the parents be at least 25 years old and have a stable
relationship. Additionally a pre-license agreement on child support should the relationship break up;
and a one year course on parenting for prospective parents were required. The parental education
course is required one night a week for three hours. This course covers understanding how to love; the
necessity and the types of discipline; the costs of a child; and the nutritional, physical, and health needs
of a child from conception to adulthood.

AA person can opt out of that class by passing an extensive test on the content of the class. During
this year course they are required to spend 30 hours in a home for the aging, 30 hours in a pre-school
and 16 hours in a maternity ward. The objective here is to let them judge whether or not they are
capable of loving. They must determine whether they have the psychological ability to be caring and to
help a child or an elderly person to achieve their needs. After these experiences we find that some
volunteer more time, some decide to change their occupations to these care-giving vocations, and some
find that their selfish desires are greater than they thought and opt out of the licensing process. Some
even divorce because their desires for children have diverged so much.

AWe also teach about sex and sexuality. It is appalling how few people understand the basics of
conception, pregnancy and birth. We would like them to know how babies are born in Kino. For
example, in France, girl babies are found in roses, and boy babies are found in cabbages. In the United
States, storks bring the babies. In all other countries, babies are born naturally, requiring the
reproductive systems of both a man and a woman.

fiThere is a small fee to cover the cost of licensing. Thisc over s t he government 6
the application and the testing and teaching time for the parenting preparation courses. The licensing
agreement also contains a provision guaranteeing that each parent would be equally responsible in time
for the raising of their child. To make this possible, the government required businesses to
accommodate the time pressures on the parents because the growing child is the future of the country
and must be cultivated. No weeds can reach the beauty of the tenderly, carefully and intelligently raised
rose. We have followed the lead of Norway in this. Norway allows one parent to be released from
work for 11 of the first twelve months of life and the other parent can take one month. They are then

paid 80 to 100% of their wages by the government. We recommend that the parents alternate months
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for the first year. The government pays 100% of the wages for this. It is possible for one parent to opt
out of this infant raising time. But this has to be done as part of the licensing application.

Ailf a license is granted, a larger fee of about $5,000 is required. This covers the insurance necessary
to care for the child if the parents die, become incapacitated, or are judged to be unfit and the child
must be put up for adoption. If one parent is incapacitated or dies and the other parent needs financial
aid, itcomesfromthi s fund. Since the government is atter
dondt believe that it -tsdaywexpénssofixld raiseng Pndheaherb | e f o
hand, the government pays all expenses of education from pre-school through the doctorate level.
Education is our largest national expense. We bring in the best educators we can find and pay
exceptionally high salaries. This inspires many foreign educators to come to us. As | mentioned, we
allow few outsiders to become citizens, but outstanding educators, along with the outstanding research
scientists, are the most likely foreigners to have a chance at citizenship. As our population reduces, if
we need more citizens we take them from among those who will help our society the most and will
accept our social premises. However if there is any question of equal qualifications of applicants, we
always take the applicant from China. After all, China is our mother. We are like the youth who has
been allowed to run free, but we always know where we started, where home is.

fiAs in many other countries, applicants for parent licenses must be checked for a number of
communicable and genetic diseases. Positive tests for communicable diseases rules them out until the
disease is cured. If they are detected to have genetic diseases it rules out the parent for biological
parenthood but not for artificial insemination or adoption. We test for a multitude of genetic problems
such as muscular dystrophy, some cancers, and for chromosomal abnormalities as the embryo is
developing. We also give a bio-psychological test to ascertain potential brain chemical problems No
sense letting the child suffer from something that can be prevented.

fiGenes are certainly important. As the late anthropo | ogi st Mar gar et Ifjdead r e
want your children to be bright, you had better marry a bright woman. But, this is an idea that has not
occurred to many men. 6 It seems that intellect
propens i ti es for psychological traits, are strongl
AWith these tests a married couple might qual

physically. They could then get a license to raise a baby, to be an adoptive parent--a psychological
parent, but not to have their own biological child. Or, if one of the parents was biologically sound that
parent might be able to contribute his or her heredity to the child while using another person as the
donor of the other parts of its heredity.

fAnother part of the licensing program is to test the potential parents for intelligence. Intelligence

tests of various types are also given. Some are paper-pencil tests, other tests measure the speed of
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electrical currents in the brain to various verbal and electrical stimuli. We also give aptitude and
attitude evaluations. We would hope that the potentials and the interests of the parents will expose the
children to many life expanding interests.
fiPerhaps the most important evaluationisa t est f or oneds abiWdaty t o
still developing this evaluative tool. We checl
job as well as in voluntary work. Since we define parental love as the ability to help the child develop
his or her own potentials to the fullest, we want to know whether the parents have been unselfish in the
past. Do they have trusted friends. Have they, in the past, shown uncontrollable tempers. In their
recreation time has their pleasure come only from their own interests or have they spent some time
helping others, such as in youth groups and elder care centers. Have they shown interest in their family
members, particularly the younger ones. This unselfish attitude, combined with a knowledge of how a
child grows and develops, and an understanding of how to assist a child in becoming the most complete
person possibled is our overriding concern.
fAThe state is very much concerned with helping the parents to expose the child to a myriad of
worthwhile periences, hoping that this exposure will allow the child to develop along the lines that will
make his or her life the most enjoyable and productive. It may result in a lifelong occupation or
recreational pursuit. We believe that a loving parent should satisfy the child's curiosity, rather than

suppressing it.0

--AiSmoking is not allowed by either parent during pregnancy and for six months before a
conception is planned, by the mother during lactation and neither parent is allowed to smoke in the
home. The negative effects of second hand smoke have been documented for years. It is a shame that
too many of our citizens still smoke after all the warnings. It seems to be a holdover from the horrible
habit we brought with us from China. Babies breathe the cigarette smoke in the air of the home, even if
it was their loving mother or father who exhaled that smoke.

fDrinking alcohol is not allowed by either parent for at least one month before the expected
conception. Mothers must continue this proscription until they have weaned the child. By requiring this
we hope to eliminate alcohol as a damage to sperm and ova before conception and to prevent the fetal
alcohol syndrome in the infant. Other psychoactive drugs have not been the problem here that they have

been in the West, still we test every parent for drug usage and check for criminal use in the past. Our
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doctors have found links between some drugs and autism. Other drugs we find to permanently alter the
ova. And of course recent use of marijuana can damage the sperm.
fiMultiple children are allowed to highly desirable parents who have demonstrated their parental

fitness. The honor is also sometimes afforded to world class intellectuals, artists and athletes. But more
often to people who have shown exceptional parenting abilities.

fiOnce the parents have been licensed, the state helps them in every way possible to raise the child.
We merely offer aid but do not tell them how to parent. We believe that we have provided them with
basic knowledge in the required parenting classes. On getting their license we give them this plaque.

Their
huge buildings housed innumerable activities that the child could pursue: ballet, sports, astronomy,
physics or chemistry, music composition and performance, tailoring and fashion design, and a number
of other activities. To these we have added computer skills, programming, electronic engineering, and
other such scientific amusements. We also have special history study, which often includes free trips to
the areas studied. Last year the groups that studied ancient Greece as an extracurricular interest were
given a trip to Athens, Delphi, Mycenae, Olympiaand Troyd whi ch i s now in Tur ke
our children wasting their time on playing video games that someone else invented. We believe that

developing scientific knowl edge, hi storical or
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voice, or playing sports is a far more enjoyable activity than shooting a monster who is eating Tokyo on
your computer screen.

fiWwe strongly encourage breast feedNeasp, but we

Guaranteeing that children have
the best parents possible is our highest social aimd and our people understand that. If people are not
licensed here they can go to another country, like the United Colonies, where there is no licensing.

AAnot her t hi hoglyaftee birtt, at the tisne of the angertios of the birth
preventatives, several microscopic chips are shot into the skull of each child. Their whereabouts can
always be tracedd for their entire lives there is a record. If one were to be a suicide bomber we could
tell every place that person had ever gone. We can trace where explosives might have been bought, who
they met with, etc. While we rely on ethical values to keep people honest, there are always a few who
stray towards criminality. For them the fear of being caught keeps them honest their whole lives. But it
is not just the prying Big Brother that those chips aid, but the fraternal Big Brother also. If a person is
lost or kidnapped we can find them immediately. If they are unconscious we can get an immediate
health report on prior illnesses, drug allergies, and so forth. We can identify our citizens without the aid
of passports so illegal immigrants cannot falsify papers.

fiWe got the idea from your country when you started your Global Positioning System to track sex
offenders. You remember that convicted sex offenders had to wear transmitters to satellites that showed
exactly where they were 24 hours a day. While your main concern was in preventing future crimes, our
intention is two prongedd to prevent problems and to find innocent people who might be victims of
accidents, crimes, heart attacks, diabetic comas and so forth.

REWARDS FOR EFFECTIVE PARENTHOOD

AWhile we make it rather difficult for people to become parents we recognize that their job as

parents is often difficult and not always rewarding. But the society recognizes that these people are the
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builders of our future. They are looked up to because they have passed the difficult licensing and have
worked to provide their children, our children, with the opportunity to be loving and successful citizens.
To thank them, those who have raised law abiding young adults who have finished their schooling, the
society allows them to either take a fully paid vacation of their choice for up to six months or to be
given a substantial increase in payd and often a job promotion.
